FINANCE IN THE NEWS
Paragraph 1—Start out with a hook!!  Get me and the world interested in what you have to say.  Also, cover the article you read (subject), where it appeared, and who wrote it (if possible).  Why you chose the article (reason it was of interest to you).  Discuss prior knowledge you have of the situation.

Paragraph 2—Summarize the article, giving important details.  What is the main point the author is making?  What is the author’s opinion of the event or situation?  Does the author’s opinion fit with your own experience and opinion?  
Paragraph 3—Your opinion as to the importance of the article.  Did it truly need to be written?  Is the subject timely?  Was the author correct in his/her assessment of the situation?  Did the article look at the event or situation without bias?  How could the article have been improved?  What information or detail was left out that could have aided the reader in gaining a further understanding of the topic?
